they are endowed with knowledge of a very effective ndigencus way of
bone setting by using a number of weeds with mustard ol Piles. Sutika,
Jaundice is totally recoverable with the help of few plants. Numbers of
weeds are used as vegetable. Commonly weeds are known as famme
food (R. ). Hillocks 1998). The people of this community alsc mke a
numbers of weeds as delicious food Weeds are sull the main ingredients
of veterinary medicine. In some cases, weeds are natural destroyer of
insects and also act as alternative host for them and thereby decrease
the loss of production. Weeds are also essential for keeping normal soil
health. Modern agriculture system requires immediate returns. it wreat
all the weeds as natural enemy.
